MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Judd Johns, Tanya Langley, Brian Peters Jeff Roberts and Kris Wyatt. Absent:  Councilman Randy Witty. 
Reverend Carney opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Motion was made by Church with a second by Johns approving the Minutes of the October 3, 2022, Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Abstain and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving the Consent Agenda:
a. Approval of Un-paid Claims in the amount of $807.94.        
b. Approval of Capital Improvement Claims in the amount of $11,250.00.
c. Approval of Claim #20055 to Yellow House Machinery, John Deere in the amount of $118,583.59, for a 2022 John Deere Backhoe. Insurance paid $112.433.33 on backhoe that was damaged at the Bristow Rubber Plant Fire.  (paid from Capital Improvement-Cemetery)

d. Approval of Claim #11922 to ASAP Energy, Inc. in the amount of $8,729.60, for the purchase of Jet Fuel. (paid from Cares fund).

e. Approval of Claim #11923 to ASAP Energy, Inc. in the amount of $11,183.40, for the purchase of Avgas. (paid from Cares fund).

f. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $87,412.27, for pay period ending October 14, 2022.

g. Approval of Estimated Payroll Claims in the amount of $88,371.79, for pay period ending October 28, 2022.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Fletcher approving the rules for the Dog Park that were presented to the Council by Councilmember Kris Wyatt. 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Update on the Swimming Pool. City Attorney Beth Anne Childs updated the Council on the Swimming Pool.  She told them there was a meeting today with the Nick, the Engineer from PEC and Kendal, the Construction Manager from Thompson Construction.  She stated that we had went over the cost and did aluminate the lazy river, the pirate ship and several other things.  She did ask them what all they can do to make this happen.  She suggested that we have a special meeting on next Monday so we can approve the Construction Manager Contract with Thompson Construction.  They have assured us that they will have a sold plan ready to go out on the street by November 20th. She stated that, the process will take a bit, there are things that we have to do as a Municipality, but will have something ready to go by the end of the year.   

Councilmember Johns asked if we could help by ordering stuff.  

She stated that was something that was talked about in the meeting to help the process get started.  

Diana Schumacher was present to talk to the Council about the following agenda items.  The Residents in question, has been on the Council Agenda before.  She has stated that she is going to use this as a Storage building, not a residence. She stated that if she needs to mow and paint, she would do so.  
There were several discussions between Mrs. Schumacher, the Council, the City Inspector Brent Criner and Attorney Kell Kelly, who worked on helping to develop the Bristow Strategic Plan.  He stated that in this plan, that was adopted by this council, there were items in the plan that was to clean up all these old-dilapidated houses in Bristow.  He feels that the Council should let Brent do his job.

Motion passed.
