Presentation by engineer Jay Updike regarding improvements to the wastewater treatment plant, including a discussion of the increased costs associated with construction. Jay explained that we have been working on the upgrade for our WWTP for 2 years.  We have received the bids for the new plant and they were all a lot higher than the engineering estimate and the loan that we had taken out with OWRB.  Since everything has went up, we are needing to renew the loan asking for more money.  We have the Approval by DEQ. We allowed the contractor 510 days to complete this project. Councilman Church asked the longevity of the plant; Jay replied the Longevity of the plant is approximately 30 years before any major remodeling should have to be done and the Electric bill should go down. Jay also stated Andy Armstrong is apply for a CDBG Grant in the amount of $550,000.00. If awarded this will toward the Alt #1 bid, which is for the Flow Equalization Basin.
