MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow Municipal Authority Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present: Chairman Rick Pinson. Trustees: Joe Church, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Jeff Willeford and Kris Wyatt. Absent Trustees: Jeryn Fletcher, Brandon Flood and Randy Witty. 

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Church approving the Minutes of April 18, 2022, Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.


Motion was made by Church with a second by Wyatt approving the Consent Agenda: 
a. Approval of Maintenance Claims in the amount of $52,332.42.
b. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $18,676.90, for pay period ending April 29, 2022.


 
c. Approval of Estimated Payroll Claims in the amount of $20,215.73, for pay period ending May 13, 2022.

Jon Wolff, with Municipal Finance Services, Inc., told the Council that Jay Updike, John Weidman, John David Weidman and himself have been working on getting the paper work done for the new OWRB loan.  He does want the Council to know that they need to be fully be aware that due to this loan, he strongly suggests that the city raise the sewer base rate to at least $4.00 per customer to help pay for the loan which, which will be about a 3% increase per customer and will benefit them, and strongly suggest that we look at an increase in water rates as well. There are about $1,700.00 sewer customer. The OWRB meeting will be on June 21, 2022 and then we should know something shortly thereafter. 
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving to adopt a Resolution agreeing to file an application with the Oklahoma Water Resources Board (the “OWRB”) for financial assistance through the clean water state revolving fund loan program, with the loan proceeds being for the purpose of wastewater system improvements; approving professional services agreements; and containing other provisions related thereto. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.  This is Resolution #R1228-050222.
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Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving to adopt a Resolution authorizing the issuance of not to exceed $2,750,000.00 Municipal Authority of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma Clean Water SRF Promissory Note, Series 2022; approving a loan agreement, promissory note, and security agreement; and authorizing such other documents and agreements as may be necessary or required; authorizing the sale of the note to the Oklahoma Water Resources Board and containing other provisions relating thereto. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.  This is Resolution #R1229-052222.
