MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Vice-Mayor Judd Johns, Councilman: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Brandon Flood, Jeff Roberts, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. Absent: Mayor, Rick Pinson 
Pastor Al Hutchins opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Wyatt approving the Minutes of May 16, 2022, Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Church with a second by Flood approving the Consent Agenda:
a. Approval of Maintenance Claims in the amount of $150,010.99.

A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Mayor opened the Public Hearing the Consideration, discussion, and possible action on the recommendation of the Planning & Zoning Board regarding the application for the Special Use Permit, for the intent of a Medical Cannabis Cultivation Operation (grow house-marijuana). Located at 301 East 1st, Bristow, Oklahoma (William T. Chaney).  
City Attorney Beth Anne Childs stated the Planning & Zoning had Voted to Deny this, but Mr. Stuart Van De Wiele, the representative of Mr. Chaney was present to speak to the Council on this matter.  

Mr. Van De Wiele asked for the Council not to approve the Planning & Zoning Board’s recommendation due to just hearing the residents, but to look at this is commercial zoning.  He and his client provided the Site plan and a copy of the Air filtrations system that the Planning Commission asked for.  He stated he and his client know the odor is a big concern of the residents, but the property is in compliance with OMMA regulations.  The room they are asking to grow in is 3210 square feet.  It is very small and will they will be growing around 50 plants just for their business. The owner will not put any outdoor signage about the grow.  

Ruth Jatanie - lives at 29783 West Highway 16, Bristow, says this has been going on a long time.  She does not feel that Bristow needs another grow house, there are several outside the city limits and this in concerning.  The Council needs to ask what if he wants to grow more and build another building.

Joe Winker- lives at 615 South Cedar says we have done this several times. He feels this is illegal.  He wants to know how the city can approve this, feels the distance to the education system is too close, and this is in a residential area. He doesn’t feel this is good for your young children and does not want this close to his residents. 

Assistant Police Chief Kevin Webster looked and the property in question, is further than the state law requires. 

Beth Anne Childs stated that if Council wants to approve this, they can put restrictions in place.  Federal Law has been brought up several times and eventually they will have to make a shift at the Federal Level.  Permitting of this facility has been brought several times, but due to a lack of quorum and cancellations, this is just now before the Council. The Council did adopt a special use permit ordinance, which allows for some flexibility.  She stated that she didn’t mean for it to sound like she was advocating one way or the other, but only wanted the Council to know all their options.  The Ordinance says that the Council needs to look at the health, safety and welfare of the proposed operation.   
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Charlene Winker – lives at 615 South Chestnut stated she didn’t know want the odor and feels this will affect the water and this is an issue. 
Beth Anne Childs stated she could put restrictions in the permit to address the Council’s concerns.  If the Council votes to deny the request, they need justify the reason.  If the Council votes to deny the request, suit will likely be filed in Creek County District Court due to Judge Hake being the former City Attorney.  The Council could also vote to table this for two weeks to authorize Council to work with Mr. Van De Wiele and try to work something out. 

Councilmember Jeff Roberts stated he wanted to know what the reason for the Planning Commission’s denial.  He doesn’t want this to cost the city a lot of money then we go to court and then this gets approved.  

Beth Anne Childs stated that there have been several cases that went to court. 

Councilmember Johns asked to continue this for two (2) weeks so they could look into the issues that have been brought up today like the ground water, drainage, and security. 
Mr. Van De Wiele stated those things will have to be addressed with getting the certificate of compliance that the city has to approve. 

Code Enforcer Brent Criner stated he doesn’t think this would have been an issue if the building in question wasn’t in a residential area. 

Kenneth Roebuck -706 East 7th - stated this is all natural, it is recirculated so there is no waste.  They are using LED lighting to help with electric.  They will probably have only 50 plants. He stated that if they all lived together, they could grow this many. They are not going to build a farm this is just for this business not for other companies.
Councilmember Wyatt stated she had a few questions. She asked do people in town come to their business or do they attract a different clientele.  She also asked if business was good, how this will enhance their business, and how it benefits the City.
Mr. Chaney says the City makes money from sales tax and they offer jobs.  Councilmember Roberts stated he visited the building in question.  He has put in a top-notch facility.  He feels there is no reason why we should deny this request.  We should have gotten out in front of this new law and put our laws in place then.   
Richard Womack asked if is this was just for their dispensary.

Councilmember Flood stated the council has to have a reason to deny. We have been through this before for legal reasons. 

Councilmember Willeford stated the Planning Commission made a recommendation to deny.  

Joe Winker asked if this business closes can another grown house be put in there?

Councilmember Wyatt stated this is a special use permit. So, if they close another person will have to reapply if they want to put in another grown house.  
Beth Anne Childs stated there will be a moratorium in place by then.

Carolyn Smith of Bristow asked why do we have a Planning and Zoning Board if we are not going to listen to their recommendation. 

Beth Anne Childs stated there is a statutory process that the Planning Commission has to go through.  Their job is very important, but there are state laws that the Planning Commission and the City Council have to abide by. 

Councilmember Roberts, asked if the Council tabled for two (2) weeks, would they cause them to fall into this moratorium.  The City Attorney noted that it would not.
Mr. Van De Wiele stated that Mr. Chaney wants to be a good neighbor.  If there are any question or safeguards that need to be put in place, to let him know.
Councilmember Johns stated he would like to table for two weeks to study more.  Councilmember Roberts recommend the council go to the site & look at this. And that Mr. Chaney has done this right. 

Councilmember Wyatt ask webster if there was any criminal activity or an increase in transient people.
