Pastor Mark Evans opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Witty with a second by Johns approving to select a bid submitted by Insite Consulting Group for proposal of services for the 2022 Oklahoma Targeted Opportunities Program. To be reimbursed from the ODOC Top Grant in the amount of $24,000.00.  Bids were as follows:
