Pastor Lenora Counter opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Johns accepting the resignation of Councilman Brandon Flood from Ward 3. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; and Witty, Aye; Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church approving the Minutes of the July 18, 2022, Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Abstain; Willeford, Aye; and Witty, Aye; Wyatt, Abstain. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Church with a second by Johns approving the Minutes of the July 21, 2022, Special Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Abstain; Willeford, Aye; and Witty, Aye; Wyatt, Abstain. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Church approving the Consent Agenda:

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i. Approval of Claim #21007 to Professional Engineering Consultants in the amount of $26,511.50 (paid from Swimming pool 2021 A).

Presentation from Professional Engineering Consultants (PEC) on the Bristow Swimming Pool. Chuck from PEC stated that we only received one bid and it was rejected because of the high amount and that the Cost of material has escalated and had to do with the Time line that was put in place. He has talked to Donglinger out of Wichita about the pool bid and they should have a meeting in the next week or so. They are talking about doing the pool in phases. They are going to rebid and bring it back to council. Councilman Roberts suggested to have no time limit. Councilman Johns suggested that we do what we have to do, “want it done right”.
Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Church approving to adopt Section 3 Resolution, on the awarding of a contract from the Oklahoma Department of Commerce, (18548 CDBG 21) Grant for the Treatment Plant expansion. Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Wyatt approving the acceptance of an Anonymous donation for equipment and authorization to purchase $50,000.00 in equipment from amazon & other vendors for active shooter training. ($40,313.12) to the City Police Department Account and $9,686.88 to the FOP Account. Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church approving the budgeted transfer not exceed $500,000.00 from the Capital Improvement Fund to the Airport Fund and once the Airport Funds are received, transfer money back to the Capital Improvement Fund. City Attorney’s Report: Beth Anne had several things to Discuss with Council:

1. AFFION Public- She has asked talked with Scott Riley from Pennsylvania, who has Experience in working with the requirements for staffing. She has talked to him about the interworking of the City and asked to help with the staffing for the City of Bristow.  He is working with a company out of Texas and will stop by Bristow in the next couple weeks. 
2. She would like to go ahead and get with Crawford & Associates and Jon Wolfe to come in and do a Best Practice and look at City of Bristow. 

3. She will have a Resolution ready on the 4 items on the next agenda items on the next meeting for City Mayor.

4. She is looking at for the Pool a Construction manager at risk. How this works for the City. 
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5. Endeavor vs. Hospital Authority, Lawsuit Discussed last week.

6. She has been working with David Howard with the Eagle Catcher and the Bristow Historical Society, and the Rt 66 events and will meet next Month.

7. Harlen Yochum- Cherokee Pride Contractor wanted to settle for $200,000.00 Toby Baker, With Parkhill said “NO”. Hopefully they will come to an agreement soon to get this project done.

8. Sally Scott litigation, land at the Airport, hopefully will come to a resolution with Creek Nation soon--need to sign off.

9. A lawsuit was filed against the City and Officer Brandon Hafner. She has filed motion to dismiss on July 26th for “fail to file on time”, she is going to check into it.

10.  The Industrial Authority & Attorney Mike Jones are continued with litigation against the Rubber plant, the judge has granted that $46,000.00 be issued to the Fire Department for damages to tires and hose when they were fighting the. 
11. She is to have a meeting on Friday with the Fire Chief and Code Enforcer to discuss Building Codes. 

12.  Letter of intent, set a meeting with Jon Wolfe on the 1.5 million infrastructures for North side of Bristow for the Water and Sewer Project.  

Comments from Mayor and Council. Mayor Talked about what a nice Funeral service Edmond “Tex” Slyman had and wanted to thank Councilman Judd Johns for attending. Also, Mark Evans, with the Cornerstone Church has reached out and said that the new Hotel will be enclosing the Pool.
