Motion was made by Johns with a second by Wyatt approving waive formal competitive bidding and award a quote and approve a Purchase Contract with Nobel Systems, Inc. for installation of an access control system at the hospital, including control systems, readers, key fobs, mag lock, motion sensors, push to exit buttons with timer, access control cable runs, mag locks, power supply with fire relay contacts, controllers video and intercom door units, including installation and training, in the approximate amount of $21,976.58 A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye.
