MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. Councilman Absent: Tex Slyman and Jeff Willeford.
Pastor Ryan Patton with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving the Minutes of January 3, 2022. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving the Consent Agenda:
a. Approval Un-Paid Claims in the amount of $11,074.38.
b. Approval of Paid Claims in the amount of $142.00
c. Approval of Capital Improvement Claims in the amount of $2,377.00. 
d. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $89,863.16, for pay period ending January 7, 2022. 
e. Approval of Estimated Payroll Claims in the amount of $85,199.65, for pay period ending January 21, 2022.




A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
At this time Mayor Rick Pinson asked for a recess of the City Council Meeting. 

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Flood approving take a recess with the City Council meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
At this time Mayor Rick Pinson asked to open back the City Council meeting.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving to open back the City Council meeting with a roll call. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Megan McIntosh with the Childs Law Firm explained to the council about the Firehouse Subs Public Safety Foundation Resolution. She explained this was for a grant for $12,700.00 to purchase Fire Hoses for the Bristow Fire Department.   
The Mayor, Council and Fire Chief Charles Conkling are very thankful to the Foundation for giving the Bristow Fire Department this grant. 
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church approving to adopt a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, expressing its appreciation for the Firehouse Subs Public Safety Foundation; acknowledging receipt of funding from the foundation for the purchase of Fire Hoses; and authorizing the Mayor and the Fire Chief to take all actions necessary to facilitate the purchase and acquisition. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed. This is Resolution #R1209-011822.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Flood approving Claim #11900 to Thompson Construction, Inc. in the amount of $120,417.77 (paid from Airport Operating Fund-Terminal). A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Megan McIntosh with the Childs Law Firm explained the annexation procedures that the City Attorney is asking the Council to look at adopting.  She explained (1) there will be an annexation application that with be available in the City Clerks office; (2) there will be a $150.00 annexation fee; and (3) this will be on a voluntary basis. The City is looking at property North of Bristow and South of Bristow around the Airport, in hopes to expand the City Limits of Bristow.   
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving this Annexation Procedures.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
City Attorney Beth Anne Childs explained that she would like to see the City Adopt a new way of adopting ordinances.  She explained that she will present to the Council at the first meeting of the month a review of the Ordinance. The council at that time, will look it over and make changes to her before the second meeting of the month.  She will then have the corrected Ordinance on the Agenda of the second meeting of the month for approval.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving to adopt the new process for adoption of ordinances. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
City Attorney’s Report. City Attorney Beth Anne Childs said that she was working on a big laundry list that consists of land being surveyed, working on Johnson property, tire plant and much more.  (1) land surveyed is at the back side of the Lake; (2) Johnson Property is a bid mess. Mr. Francis and Keith Hamm are trying to get this straightened up so the city can purchase the land beside the treatment plant; and (3) she wanted to recognize Kris Wyatt as making an impact on the Recycling Community.  Kris was recognized in Tulsa and Beth Anne wanted to present her with a recycling magazine. Several Councilman and the Mayor thanked Kris for her hard work; and (4) there will be a special meeting on Wednesday, January 26, 2022 at 6:30 p.m. to look at adopting a Resolution calling for an election to change to a City Manager form of Government instead of a Strong Mayor form of Government.  She has had a couple Councilman ask her about this issue. This would have to adopt by Resolution calling for an election to be place on the election ballot, for this to go into effect the next election for the Mayor.
