The Special Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Judd Johns, Tanya Langley, Brian Peters, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. Councilman Absent: Jeff Roberts. 
Councilman Joe Church opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Langley approving the direct notice and publication and approval of a Legal Notice of Annexation notifying the public of the intent of the Bristow City Council to consider adoption of an ordinance to annex property legally described as Lot 4 (SW/4 SW/4) of Section 31, Township 16 North, Range 9 East, Creek County, State of Oklahoma. (Bristow Land Development, LLC.). b. The employment of the Police Chief, the Deputy Police Chief, the Municipal Judge, the City Clerk, the Fire Chief, and the Public Works Director, including the employment on these positions and compensation as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(1).

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Langley approving the employment of Steven Marlow as Bristow Fire Fighter at a rate of $13.05 per hour as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(1), with 1-year probation. Motion was made by Peters with a second by Church approving a Five percent (5%) increase to the Police Chief Kendra Raney, the Deputy Police Chief Kevin Webster, the City Clerk Sabrina Mounce, the Fire Chief Chuck Conkling, and the Public Works Director Troy Davidson, excluding the Municipal Judge, effective, retro back to the first day of the last pay period (January 1, 2023), as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(1). Comments from Mayor and Council: Councilmember Johns stated they would love to give the Department Heads more, but he would hope that all understood they don’t want to put the city at risk.  
Councilmember Langley stated we do have a plan and will look at doing things different in the next year budget.
