SPECIAL MINUTES

The Special Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Judd Johns, Tanya Langley, Brian Peters, Jeff Roberts, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt.  
Councilman Joe Church opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Langley approving a Construction Management Agreement with Thompson Construction for construction of the swimming pool. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
There were several discussions between, City Attorney, Beth Anne, City Inspector Brent Criner, Councilmembers, and the audience. 

Resident David stated he lives next door to this property and it is a problem.  The owner never takes care of his yard or keeps the house boarded up.  He stated the owner lives out of town and never comes to check on this property and we have to live near the trash, drug heads and homeless people that live in this property. 

Several Councilmembers asked question, which owner Christopher Geringer answered. 

Councilmember Church stated that we hired Brent to do a job, and we need to get behind him and let him.  If we are not, then want is Brents Job? 

City Inspector Brent Criner stated that he had talked to Christopher several time on the properties that he owns here is Bristow.  He stated they always got along, until one day Christophers dad calling raising all kinds of stuff. He did tell the council that the day after the last council meeting, Christopher listed the property with a real estate company and did not tell them it had been approved for abatement back in June.  The real-estate broker pulled her signs.  
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Motion was made by Peters with a second by Johns approving take no action and to repost the Notice of Abatement on the following property on agenda items 6 and 7. Agenda items reads as follows: (6) Consideration, discussion, and possible action regarding Resolution No. R1241-060622, approved by the City Council abating the North Half (N/2) of Lot One (1), Block One Hundred Seven (107), in the Original Town (now) City of Bristow, Creek County, State of Oklahoma, for Weeds, Grass, Trash and Debris. Commonly known as 502 S. Oak (Ruby & Christopher Geringer). (7) Consideration, discussion, and possible action regarding Resolution No. R1242-060622, approved by the City Council abating the North Half (N/2) of Lot One (1), Block One Hundred Seven (107), in the Original Town (now) City of Bristow, Creek County, State of Oklahoma, for Dilapidated Buildings. Commonly known as 502 S. Oak (Ruby & Christopher Geringer). A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, No; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, No; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
There were several discussions between City Attorney Beth Anne Childs and the Council about the settlement with Cherokee Pride Construction.  Councilman Witty stated “he felt this discussion was something that should be done in executive session”.  All councilmembers agreed. 
Motion was made by Wyatt with a second by Roberts approving to table to the next meeting (11-7-2022) the Consideration, discussion, and possible action regarding a final Pay Application to Cherokee Pride Construction Company for the Jones Memorial Airport runway construction project.
A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, No; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, No; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
City Attorney Beth Anne stated that Vicky Roth has agreed to take on the Airport Manager Position. They are working on the Contract and should have ready by next meeting and would ask the next agenda item to be passed. 

Motion was made by Peters with a second by Wyatt approving to table to the next meeting (11-7-2022) the Consideration, discussion, and possible approval of a Contract for Airport Management Services for the Jones Memorial Airport for a six (6) month period of time. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church approving Claim #20056 to King Kash Vending, LLC. in the amount of $4,000.00 for vending machine for City Hall.  (paid from General Capital Improvement). 
A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.


Motion was made by Johns with a second by Flood approving to enter into Executive Session for confidential communications and discussions with legal counsel and other staff members as requested and required to discuss item (c) Only and take no action on items (a) & (b). the following items:

a. Negotiations with the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP) for a Collective Bargaining Agreement for Fiscal Year 2022-2023 as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(2).

b. Negotiations with the International Association of Fire Fighters (IAFF), Local No. 3613, and an amendment to the Collective Bargaining Agreement for Fiscal Year 2022-2023 as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(2). 
c. The possible employment of Micah Shaull as Fire Fighter as authorized by 25 O.S. § 307 (B)(1).
