MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Vice-Mayor Judd Johns, Councilman: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Tanya Langley, Randy Witty, and Kris Wyatt. Absent: Chairman Rick Pinson and Councilman Jeff Roberts. 
Councilman Joe Church opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Councilmember Kris Wyatt nominated Brian Peter to fill the Unexpired Ward 4 term previously filled by Jeff Willeford.
Motion was made by Wyatt with a second by Langley to appointment Brian Peters as Council Member for Ward 4 to fill the unexpired term of Jeff Willeford. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
At this time City Clerk Sabrina Mounce swore in Brian Peters for Ward 4. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Wyatt approving the Minutes of the September 19, 2022, Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Abstain; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Witty with a second by Wyatt approving the Consent Agenda:
a. Approval of Maintenance Claims in the amount of $129,452.15. 
b. Approval of Un-paid Claims in the amount of $903.73.        
c. Approval of Paid Claims in the amount of $7,982.15.
d. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $83,845.70, for pay period ending September 30, 2022.

e. Approval of Estimated Payroll Claims in the amount of $84,222.40, for pay period ending October 14 2022.




f. Approval of Claim #20052 to Keith Stewart in the amount of $8,147.00, for Fencing around the Dog Park.  1/2 down & balance upon Completion. (paid from Park Department-donations)




A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Abstain; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Presentation from Bristow Librarian Heather Hutto. Heather talked about the State Library Report.  She stated that the “Summer Reading program” was the highest it has ever been. She has received a grant funding from AmeriCorps for the Literacy Program.  I have received grants from T-Mobile for Hot Spots.  I am applying for more grant.  We have also painted a room in name of the “Bristow Woodland Queen”.  It is for the Children and is really cute.  Councilmember Langley stated she wanted to brag on the room.  Heather stated if the Council would like anything from the library for help just to let her know.  Councilmember Wyatt stated that if she needed anything to ask for whatever she needs.  
Presentation from Jeremy Scott on Promoting Bristow.  Jeremy stated that he was there working on a promotion video about Rex Brinley.  He would like to offer his services and helping to promote Bristow.  He showed a few short videos of Tahlequah. He would like to present a proposal to do some brochures and do 5 videos a month to help promote Bristow for $1,500.00 per month.  He could also live stream the council meetings for an additional $500.00 per month.  Vice-Mayor stated that we have a lot of stuff that has to be resolved tonight but wanted to think him very much for coming and would get back to him. 
Presentation from Councilmember Kris Wyatt on Bristow Parks.  Councilmember Wyatt asked “do we have to agree on all the Rules and Regulations on the doge park before it is open?”  City Attorney stated “Yes, that would be best.”  Councilmember Wyatt stated they are working on several different parks. They are working on the security on the west side park and we need to get a new sign for the “Tony Godwin Park”.  She also asked if it would be ok to put down “Natural Bark Mulch”?  All agreed the mulch would be fine. 
Motion was made by Church with a second by Witty approving to adopt a Resolution Authorizing application for Rural Economic Action Plan Grant from the Indian nations Council of Governments (INCOG). This is for Fire Hydrants.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed. This is Resolution #R1256-100322.  
Motion was made by Wyatt with a second by Peters approving a quote submitted in the amount of $118,583.59 for the purchase of a Backhoe for the Cemetery. This will replace the Backhoe that was damaged in the Tire Recycling Plant Fire and paid for by Insurance ($112,433.33).  Quotes were as follows:

b. Approval of or direction concerning an amendment to the Collective Bargaining Agreement for Fiscal Year 2022-2023 with the International Association of Fire Fighters (IAFF), Local No. 3613, as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(2).

A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
City Attorney’s Report: Beth Anne reported there were a lot of things going on.  (1) the Bristow Tire plant litigations has been settled.  Mike Jones did a phenomenal job.  The Fire Department has received their money for their loss of equipment and their manpower.  The company has 9 months to vacate and will pay the BIA a monthly fee until they have vacated. There will be a transfer of property to the BIA and there will be some money.  (2) the letter of intent (LOI) for the hotel is done and waiting for all parties to sign (3) she is going to get with all the new Councilmembers for an Orientations and she will get them a OML hand book (4) she stated it is very important for all councilmembers to be at the November 7, 2022 meeting due to there will be several resolutions on this agenda for the Election.  The deadline to have the Resolutions to the Election Board is October 10, 2022.  (5) we will also have a resolution to increase the Occupancy Tax from 2 1/2% to 5%.  This will have to go in front of the voters to make this change. She is aware that Bristow has several B & B’s and “yes” this will affect them as well (6) the survey for the lake land has been completed and we need to decide if we will donate the land to the BIA, send out an RFP and they will be getting a developer to help with the process (7) they are still working on the Rural Health Care Development (8) she met with Peter from Carrus Health and done a walk-through of the Hospital. She strongly suggests the Council to go out and look at the hospital.    
Comments from Mayor and Council. Council member Langley asked if it would be Ok if she worked something out with the Nursing home for a Trick-or-Treat with taking your animals as well and the children to visit. 
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Motion was made by Church with a second by Johns approving to adjourn.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
