The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Judd Johns, Brian Peters, Jeff Roberts, Randy Witty, and Kris Wyatt. Absent: Councilmember Tanya Langley. 
Reverend Johnny Plum opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Mayor Rick Pinson asked to recess the City Council Meeting and open the Hospital Authority Meeting.  
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church to recess the City Council Meeting and open the Hospital Authority Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
The Bristow City Council Meeting reconvened with the following members present.  Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilmember: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Judd Johns, Brian Peters, Jeff Roberts, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving the Consent Agenda:

Motion was made by Church with a second by Peters, to find that the Executive Session was necessary to process the pending claims, negotiations, and potential litigation in the public interest. 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Update on the swimming pool and the Construction Management Agreement with Thompson Construction. Beth Anne stated we should have final plans by November 15th on street.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts to approve a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and Mayoral Proclamation calling and authorizing the Creek County Election Board to hold a Primary Election on February 14, 2023, and General Election on April 4, 2023, in the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, for nomination and election of one Councilmember from each of the four wards, nomination and election of one Councilmember from wards one, three, and four for unexpired two-year terms, and nomination and election for the office of Mayor; establishing the filing periods for the offices of Councilmember and Mayor of Bristow, Oklahoma; and providing for Notice of Election. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed. This is Resolution #R1260-110722. 
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts to take action regarding a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and Mayoral Proclamation Calling for an Election in the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, on January 10, 2023, for the Purpose of Submitting a Question to the Registered Voters Amending Section 3-2 of the Bristow City Charter to Clarify the Duties of the Mayor and address Contradictory Portions of the Charter Approved by the Voters on April 5, 2022; and Providing for the Conduct of the Election by the Creek County Election Board. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed. This is Resolution #R1261-110722.
No action was taken on the Consideration, discussion and possible approval of a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and Mayoral Proclamation calling for a Special Election in the City of Bristow on January 10, 2023, for the purpose of submitting a question to the registered voters regarding levy and assessment of an occupancy tax of five percent (5%) upon the gross proceeds or gross receipts derived from all occupancy tax establishing the purpose of the funding; and providing for the conduct of the election by the Creek County Election Board.
No action was taken on the consider this Resolution and to make revisions/amendments to this percentage of the Occupancy Tax, setting out the purpose of the Occupancy Tax, and other revisions/amendments as may be reasonable and proper, including the title of the Tax.
