The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Judd Johns, Tanya Langley, Brian Peters, Jeff Roberts, Randy Witty, and Kris Wyatt. 
Reverend Al Hutchins opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by 
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church to recess the City Council Meeting and open the Hospital Authority Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
The Bristow City Council Meeting reconvened with the following members present.  Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilmember: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Judd Johns, Tanya Langley, Brian Peters, Jeff Roberts, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving the Consent Agenda:
a. Approval of Maintenance Claims in the amount of $163,672.87. 
b. Approval of Un-Paid Claims in the amount of $665.57.     
c. Approval of Grant Match Fund in the amount of $1,168.75.
d. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $86,941.28, for pay period ending November 23, 2022.    

e. Approval of Estimated Payroll Claims in the amount of $92,007.59, for pay period ending December 9, 2022.
f. Approval of Estimated Longevity Payroll Claims in the amount of $11,946.71, for pay period ending December 8, 2022. 

g. Approval of Claim #11925 to Parkhill in the amount of $4,200.00 for Administrations.  (paid from Airport Account).

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j. Approval of a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, Authorizing Participation in the OMAG Recognition Program. This is Resolution #R1227-120522.

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Langley approving to continue to the December 19, 2022 meeting the Consideration, discussion, and possible approval of a final Pay Application to Cherokee Pride Construction Company for the Jones Memorial Airport runway construction project and place on the agenda in an Executive Session form. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Update on the swimming pool and the Construction Management Agreement with Thompson Construction. Beth Anne stated she has talked to Kendall with Thompson Construction and he stated the Project went out for bid on November 30, 2022 with a bid opening on December 22, 2022. 
City Attorney Beth Anne stated that there were just a few items that everyone was still working on, but do feel that the negations were almost done.  If they would like to approve the contract, she would make sure everything was in good standings between the FOP and the City.  

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Witty approving a Collective Bargaining Agreement with the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP), Lodge Number 141, for Fiscal Year 2022-2023.
A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, No; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Wyatt approving a Letter Agreement with Crawford and Associates, an accounting firm specializing in public sector accounting, for a best practice review and related recommendations. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Motion was made by Langley with a second by Roberts approving to continue to the next meeting agenda items #11 and #12 and change the wording from Occupancy Tax to Logging Tax. Agenda item #11 reads as follows: Consideration, discussion, and possible approval of a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and Mayoral Proclamation calling for a Special Election in the City of Bristow on February 14, 2023, for the purpose of submitting a question to the registered voters regarding levy and assessment of an occupancy tax of eight percent (8%) upon the gross proceeds or gross receipts derived from all occupancy; establishing the purpose of the funding; and providing for the conduct of the election by the Creek County Election Board. The Council will consider this Resolution and may make revisions/amendments to the Resolution or percentage of the proposed Occupancy Tax, setting out the purpose of the Occupancy Tax, and other revisions/amendments as may be reasonable and proper, including the title of the Tax and the proposed date of the election. Agenda #12 reads as follows:  Consideration, discussion, and possible adoption of Ordinance no. , an Ordinance Amending Chapter 12, Finance and Taxation, Article V of the Bristow Code of Ordinances, levying and assessing an excise tax of eight (8%) on the gross proceeds or gross receipts derived from rents received from the Occupancy of Hotel Rooms all in addition to other taxes, to take effect on July 1, 2023; establishing a title and purpose; providing definitions, including Hotel, Occupancy, Operator, Rent and Transient; establishing exemptions; setting forth operator’s duties and responsibilities, including collecting the tax; requiring registration; providing for filing of returns; providing for payment of the tax; establishing criteria for bonds; establishing penalties and interest;  providing for delinquent taxes; establishing an appeals process; requiring records to be kept; providing for refunds; providing for actions to collect the tax; and establishing penalties; providing for approval by a majority of voters voting in the election held for such purposes as required by law; providing for publication; and making provisions severable.  The Council will consider this Ordinance and may make revisions/amendments to the Ordinance or percentage of the proposed Occupancy Tax, setting out the purpose of the Occupancy Tax, and other revisions/amendments as may be reasonable and proper, including the title of the Tax and the proposed date of the election. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.                          
City Attorney’s Report: Beth Anne reminded everyone that Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday were the sign-up days for the Council or Mayor Election. 
Comments from Mayor and Council: Mayor stated again that we had a meeting with a lot of great people that is wanting to get the Chamber going again.  It was great.
