The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Tex Slyman, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt.  
Pastor Billy Counter opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was Slyman with a second by Flood approving Minutes of the January 19, 2021, Meeting.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Abstain; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Abstain; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving the Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Maintenance Claims in the amount of $104,721.35. 
b. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $73,745.41 for pay period ending January 22, 2021.
c. Approval of Estimated Payroll Claims in the amount of $81,260.14, for pay period ending February 5, 2021.
