The Special Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt.  
Brandie Cagle opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving the Minutes of February 7, 2022 Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Flood with a second by Wyatt approving the consent agenda:
a. Approval Un-Paid Claims in the amount of $9,903.71.
b. Approval of Paid Claims in the amount of $494.80.
c. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $83,103.15, for pay period ending February 18, 2022.

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Flood approving to table to the March 21, 2022 meeting for the consideration, discussion, and possible action on adopting an Ordinance Amending Chapter 26, “streets and public works,” of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, Amending Article II, “streets, sidewalks, and other public places;” and specifically amending Section 26-41, “definitions;” amending Section 26-42, “permit required;” amending Section 26-43, “closing streets;” amending Section 26-44, “traffic control and warning signals required;” amending Section 26-45,
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“placement of materials; obstruction of traffic;”  amending Section 26-46, “required application, fee, bond and insurance;” amending Section 26-47, “permit application;” 
adding Section 26-48, “standard permit conditions;” adding Section 26-49, “permit revocation;” adding Section 26-50; providing for severability; repealing all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict; and declaring an emergency. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church approving a Cleaning Services Contract with Jeron and Rachelle Presley to clean City Hall. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving to go into executive session to discuss the potential purchase and appraisal of real property owned by Kenneth and Inez Johnson, and generally located adjacent to the City of Bristow Wastewater Treatment Plant, west of South Highway 48, and specifically located in Section 6, Township 15 North, Range 9 East, Creek County, Oklahoma, as authorized by 25 O.S. Section 307(B)(3), and potential claims and potential litigation pertaining to the acquisition of property for the wastewater treatment plant as authorized by 25 O.S. Section 307(B)(4), on advice of legal counsel that public disclosure would seriously impair the ability of the City Council to process the potential land transactions in the public interest.

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City Attorney’s Report:  Beth Anne spoke on BIA, filing motions and went to court this week about tire plant.
