Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. 
Brandie Cagle opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Wyatt approving the Minutes of March

Presentation was made by Jake Manus on the Program and the ARPA Statewide Planning Grant administered through the Oklahoma Department of Commerce, related discussion, and action to include consideration, discussion, and possible approval of a Resolution authorizing acceptance of the Economic Adjustment Assistance Program Statewide Planning Grant, approval of and authorization to execute a Targeted Opportunities Program Subaward Agreement, approving the Terms and Conditions of Receipt and the Scope of Work, and authorizing the Mayor to approve all agreements and do other things necessary to effectuate the terms of the grant.
