MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. 
Reverend Kellum opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving the Minutes of February 28, 2022 Special Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Councilman Kris Wyatt asked if she could say something first.  She stated that when she was young, she had wanted to go to the movies with a few guy friends to watch the movie “Tommy”.  Her dad told her “No she could not go that it did not look right”.  At the time she was furious with him. Now she understands. She feels that this is the same thing “it doesn’t look right”.
Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving to appoint Vicki Groom to fill the un-expired term of Council Member Tex Slyman from Ward 1. Parkhill Consulting was the only company that submitted a Request for Proposals. Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Flood approving to adopt a Resolution approving the Revised Budget #2 for the 2021-2022 Fiscal Year. This is Resolution #R1213-030722.

Discussion on paperless City Council packets. Councilman Kris Wyatt would like to see the Council packets go Paperless.  She would like to just be able to open up a folder on her phone or computer.  Councilman Judd Johns says he does not like it, he wants something in hand so he can write on it.  City Attorney Beth Anne stated that the City of Bethany scans in their packet into a software program.  She suggested it could be put on the website as well. She also stated that Stillwater is paperless. Councilman Church stated this should be looked into before any discussion should be made.  Councilman Flood stated that as well. 
Discussion on livestreaming the City Council Meetings. Councilman Kris Wyatt would like to see the City Council meetings live streamed.  She feels there are people that can’t come to the meetings for one reason or another and would like to have access to watch. Mayor Rick Pinson stated we would get with Jonathan and see what needs to be done.

b. The possible employment of Godfrey Washington as Street Department Employee as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(1).

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Wyatt approving the employment of Godfrey Washington as a Public Works Department Employee at a rate of $11.25 per hour, 6-month probation as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(1).

This is Resolution #R1214 -030722. 
There were several discussions on the process of foreclosing on property that the City has abatement on. City Attorney Beth Anne stated “this is something new to us all and we will learn it together”.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Flood approving to direct the City Attorney to file actions to foreclose properties that have liens for abatements on properties that are proposed for a Sheriff’s Sale due to unpaid property taxes. City Attorney’s Report. City Attorney Beth Anne stated she had a couple items to talk about. (1) wanted to apologize for the wording on the appointment and that she should have not placed a name on the agenda and (2) the election is coming up and she feels that we should schedule a work session with OMAG and David Weatherford and get some feedback from them on the City Manager.
