MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. 
Pastor Mark Evans opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving the Minutes of March

21, 2022, Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Witty with a second by Wyatt approving to appoint Jeryn Fletcher of Ward 1 to fill the un-expired term of Council Member Tex Slyman. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
At this time City Clerk Sabrina Mounce gave the Oath of Office Jeryn Fletcher, the new Council member that was appointed to the unexpired term for Ward 1. 

Presentation from Mark Evans on new development North of City. Mark Evans is the pastor of Corner Stone Church who owns 40+ acres north of Bristow.  They are in the process of development on their property.  They are looking at developing their new Church as well as a hotel, Sr. Living Apartments, retail shopping and some eateries.   

Presentation from Chief Raney and Asst. Chief Webster on Tasers. Assistant Chief Webster had a short presentation on the Taser 7.  He wants the Council to see the importance of having Tasers. He has a Body Cam video of one of the officers on a traffic stop that he thought the Council should see. Officer Mason had a vehicle pulled over and she would not give him any information on herself.  He talked to her well over 2 minutes trying to get her information, at that time Officer Mason asked her get out of the vehicle, which she would not.  He did open the vehicle door and try to pull her out.  Her parents showed up on the sen and within minutes there was an altercation between the officer and the 3 citizens.  If you look at the video, when the father started walking up to the vehicle, he had his right hand in is pocket, which you could think he had a gun.    There were several residences at the council meeting this night and seen this.  All fully understanding why the Police Department is asking for Tasers. 
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Assistant Chief Webster put on a demonstration on how the tasers work.  Officer Dylon Franklin was the victim and Officer Gary McFarland, Taser Instructor was the officer that deployed the Taser that struck Officer Franklin.  
Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Johns approving a Lease with Axon Enterprises, Inc. for Tasers for the Police Department.  The lease is for 60 months, total cost is $34,364.79.   Lease amounts are as follows:

No action was taken on agenda item #15. Item reads as follow: Consideration, discussion, and possible action adopting a Resolution abating the property located at the North Seventy Feet (N/70’) of Lot One (1), Block Forty-Five (45), in the Original Town (now) City of Bristow, Creek County, State of Oklahoma for Weeds, Trash, Grass and Debris. Commonly known as 322 N. Maple Street. (Joseph & Lori Shrewsbury).

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Flood approving to table agenda items # 16 & 17 to the April 18, 2022 meeting. City Attorney’s Report.  She has talked to the former City Manager from Anadarko and he has a contact with the USDA.  There is some federal grant money available and he is willing to come sit down with us and help us apply for this Grant. Second, there is a slight problem with the funding for the Treatment plant and it looks like the project is going to cost more than was anticipated.  She has been in touch with Jay Updike the Engineer and Jon Wolfe the Financial Advisor and we will be getting together really soon. They have been in touch with Andy Armstrong and he is going to apply for the CDBG Grant which will help. Third, she is getting with Treasurer Janet Hamel on having another round table this year to discuss the New Budget. 
Comments from Mayor and Council. Mayor wants to remind everyone that there is a very important election tomorrow and strongly encourages everyone to go vote.  He also wanted to thank his family for always being there through the good and the bad.  

City Clerk Sabrina Mounce wanted to let the council know there will be a special meeting on April 25, 2022 at 7:00 p.m. for the Public Hearing on this CDBG Grant that we are applying for.   Also, the city will be closing down the park area from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. on April 16, 2022 for the Annual Easter Egg Hunt.
