Section 307(B)(3), and potential claims and potential litigation pertaining to the acquisition of property for the wastewater treatment plant as authorized by 25 O.S. Comments from City Attorney. Beth Anne spoke to the council about an Oklahoma Supreme Court case, she has talked to Frankie Crawford about the budgeting process. I have spoken to councilmen Witty and Willeford about the expansion with the Consolidated Turbine Specialist (CTS) building and we all agree to take this to the Bristow Industrial Authority (BIA) to be used for economic development.
