MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. 
Pastor Mark Evans opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Flood approving the Minutes of June 6, 2022, Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church approving the Consent Agenda:
a. Approval Un-Paid Claims in the amount of $1,200.17.                 
b. Approval of Amphitheater Fund Claims in the amount of $185.00.
c. Approval of Capital Improvement Claims in the amount of $29,332.25.
d. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $88,509.09, for pay period ending June 10, 2022.
e. Approval of Estimated Payroll Claims in the amount of $84,935.50, for pay period ending June 24, 2022.


f. Approval of Claim #20048 to Layne Granite Company in the amount of $93,767.52, rehab Well #22 & 24. (paid from ARPA Funds)        
A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Presentation on roofing permits and inspections. Councilman Brandon Flood stated that Brian Peters would like to talk to the council about Residential Roofing Companies doing work in town.  He stated that as a Roofing Company “we have to have state licenses”.  He feels that we should put in place a permit for the roofing companies that way the city knows what companies come to town.  There were several discussions between the Council, Inspector Brent Criner and Mr. Peters.  
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Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Johns approving to accept a Permanent Roadway Easement from the Bristow Industrial Authority, on property located in the NE ¼ of Section 31, Township 16 North, Range 9 East of the Indian Base and Meridian, Creek County, State of Oklahoma. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Wyatt with a second by Roberts approving to open the Public Hearing on the Consideration, discussion, and possible action on the recommendation of the Planning & Zoning Board regarding the application for the Special Use Permit, for the intent of a Medical Cannabis Cultivation Operation (grow house-marijuana). Located at 301 East 1st, Bristow, Oklahoma (William T. Chaney).  Legal as follows: 
W 2 of Five (5) & S 79 of Lot Six (6), Block One-Hundred Five (105), Original Town (Now) City of Bristow, Creek County, State of Oklahoma;

S 70 of Lot Four (4) & S 70 (aka E2) of Five (5), Block One-Hundred Five (105), Original Town (Now) City of Bristow, Creek County, State of Oklahoma;

N 75 of Lots Four (4), Five (5) & Six (6), Block One-Hundred Five (105), Original Town (Now) City of Bristow, Creek County, State of Oklahoma, according to the Original Plat and Survey Thereof. 

A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Ruth Jatanie stated she was going to say this again “I do not feel this should be approved”. She feels that this is the first of many step that this company will be here again asking for another special use permit to build another building to grow more. 

Councilmember Kris Wyatt stated she did understand, but with the Special Use Permit in place, they would have to come back to the council and ask for another permit to allow more grow. Mrs. Wyatt did say she had a couple question and that she was just making sure what they told us at the last meeting was right. (1) are there only going to grow 50 plants and (2) are these plants only for your company to sale and not being grown for another company to sale? 
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Mr. Van De Wiele, who is Mr. Chaney Attorney, stated that the room in the building is only going to allow a certain amount to be grown in there. It may be a large plant, which will not allow very many or could be a small plant that will allow more to be grown.  This will depend on the stage of the plant.   

Kenneth Roebuck stated they will be selling for themselves, but if need to sale elsewhere they will be able to, but they will be selling for themselves mainly.   
Carol Ellis west 10th street. Stated that she has had some neighbors move into her neighborhood.  She smelt a strong odor of skunk, come to find out they were growing in their back yard and they were going the number of plants that an individual is allowed to grow. She stated the smell was awful.  She would hope that the council would make sure they put in a state-of-the-art ventilations system.   

Councilmember Jeff Roberts stated this was B.S. I have been in this building and they have done the state-of-the-art to this building and has gone above and beyond what has been asked of them.  

Beth Anne reminded the council that there was a moratorium in place as of August 1, 2022, but the governor has not signed it yet.

Councilmember Randy Witty asked if we get complaints of the smell, where do we go at that time.
Beth Anne stated this will be a difficult process, due to each person’s smell is different.  Your smell is different than mine. But that being said, we would file a nuisance action. We would have them come to council and address the issue with them and give them time to fix the issue.  

Flood stated if we denied this action, they will file a lawsuit against us and we will wind up in court and cost the city a lot of money.  

Charlene Winkle at 615 South Chestnut stated if you approve this all the resided around can file a lawsuit as well.  

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Flood approving to Close the Public Hearing on the resided Special Use Permit, for the intent of a Medical Cannabis Cultivation Operation (grow house-marijuana). Located at 301 East 1st, Bristow, Oklahoma (William T. Chaney).  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Flood approving the Special Use Permit, for the intent of a Medical Cannabis Cultivation Operation (grow house-marijuana). Located at 301 East 1st, Bristow, Oklahoma (William T. Chaney), with the following uses:
1. Growing operation limited to the approximate 10’ x 31’ room located on the interior. 

2. No outdoor growing of any marijuana products. 
3. All marijuana grown will be organic and all-natural. All fertilizers and related chemicals will be stored in compliance with recognized standards in the industry. 
4. Installation on use of an air filtration system in the growing room capable of filtering 440 cubic feet of an air per minute (CFM) as reasonably determined by the City inspector.
5.  Compliance with all building codes and fire codes adopted by the City of Bristow as reasonable determined by the City Inspector and the Fire Chief.
6. Installation and use of security systems (locks and cameras) compliant with Oklahoma Medical Marijuana Authority (OMMA) and Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) regulations. 
7. Disposal of all marijuana waste outside the City Limits and in compliance with OMMA regulations. 
8. Compliance with all other OMMA regulations.  
9. No exterior signage advertising the growing operation. 
A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, No; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, No; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, No; Witty, No and Wyatt, Aye. Motion was a tie.  Mayor broke the tie by voting Aye.  Motion passed.

Motion was made by Wyatt with a second by Johns approving the change order #1 to Logan Construction Services in the amount of $4,500.00 for Restroom Renovations. Change ordered as follows: 
1. Plumbing-add an additional urinal with touchless auto-flush valve.  Installation will include all necessary plumbing
2. Electric-Add receptacle in women’s restroom near lavatory. 

3. Specialties-

a) Install partition divider between urinal in new men’s restroom.

b) Install 60” x 21” double lavatory vanities in each restroom.  The top will be granite to match the colors of the new colors.  It will meet the ADA requirements. 

4. Clean-up- Clean up and remove all construction debris from job site. 

A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Church approving to provide the non-union employee a 2.5% cost of living adjustment effective July 1, 2022. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving the Interlocal Agreement between the City of Bristow and the Creek County Board of County Commissioners for the 2022-2023 fiscal year, and authorize the Mayor to sign.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving to adjourn to Executive session for the purpose of confidential communications between the Bristow City Council, The City Attorney, and other Staff members as requested by the Council for the purpose of discussing and conferring on the following matters:
g. The employment of Gregory Cole for the Public Works Department (25 O.S. SECT 307 (B) (1).  

h. The employment of Cody Little for Police Dispatcher (25 O.S. SECT 307 (B) (1).  






A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
The Bristow City Council Meeting reconvened with the following members present.  Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilmember: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt.

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Johns approving to hire Gregory Cole as Public Works Employee at a rate of $10.75 per hour effective next pay period, with 6-month probation, as authorized by 25 O.S. § 307 (B)(1). A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church approving to hire Cody Little as Police Dispatcher at a rate of $12.56 per hour, 6- month probation, as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(1).
A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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There were several discussions between the City Attorney Beth Anne, Council and Assistant Chief Kevin Webster about the following ordinance.  All agreed there is to be more discussion on this ordinance before one can be approved.  

No action was taken on agenda item #15.  Item reads as follows: Consideration, discussion, and possible preview of an Ordinance Amending Chapter 28, “Traffic and Vehicles,” Article XII, “Equipment on Roadways,” Section 28-436, “Prohibition of Golf Carts, Low Speed Electric Vehicles, and All Terrain Vehicles,” of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and Specifically Amending Article XII to read “Equipment, Golf Carts, Low Speed Electric Vehicles and All-Terrain Vehicles on Roadways;” repealing all Ordinances to the contrary; and declaring an emergency. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Wyatt approving for the Mayor to execute a letter to the Bristow Park and Recreation Corporation requesting donation of equipment for Bristow Parks, including accessible and inclusive playground equipment. (Invoice is in packet). 
City Attorney’s Report:  Just a lot of emails going out and coming in. 
Comments from Mayor and Council. Mayor Rick Pinson wanted to Thank Councilmember Kris Wyatt for getting all the money for all the playground equipment. Councilmember Jeff Roberts also wanted to think Kris.  
Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Witty approving to adjourn. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
