Councilman Randy Witty opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Flood approving Minutes of the July 19, 2021, Meeting.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Roberts, Abstain; Slyman, Aye; Witty, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Flood with a second by Church approving Special Minutes: July 22, 2021. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Roberts, Abstain; Slyman, Aye; Witty, Aye; and Wyatt, Abstain. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Wyatt approving the Consent Agenda:

John Wiedman, our Bond Council, explained to the Councilmembers about the Resolution and the purpose for it.
Motion was made by Church with a second by Flood approving to adopt, amend, reject, or defer a Resolution relating to the incurring of indebtedness by the Trustees of the Municipal Authority of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma and waiving competitive bidding with respect thereto and authorizing the sale of the note at a discount; and approving a note purchase agreement, security agreement and such other documents as may be necessary or required. (sales tax-park and recreation). A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Witty, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. b. The possible employment of Heather Hutto as Librarian at a rate of $16.00 per hour with a six (6) month probation period, after probation $17.26 per hour as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(1).

c. Negotiations with the International Association of Fire Fighters (IAFF), Local No. 3613, and a Collective Bargaining Agreement for Fiscal Year 2021-2022 as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(2).

d. Negotiations with the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP), Local No. 145, a 
Collective Bargaining Agreement for Fiscal Year 2021-2022 as authorized by 25 O.S. §30(B)(2).

City Attorney Beth Anne Childs spoke about the Tire Plant and the court that was held on 7-30-21, that was approved by Mike Jones. We finally got an insurance adjuster and Mike Jones is to notify the insurance adjuster on the current claim. We will place them on notice about clean up and possibly abate at next meeting.
