MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Reverend Eric Parker opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

At this time, Mayor Rick Pinson asked to put the City Council Meeting on hold and open the Hospital Authority Meeting. 
Motion was made by Church with a second by Johns to put the City Council meeting on hold and open the Hospital side agenda.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church approving to accept the resignation of Councilman Jeff Willeford from Ward 4, effective immediately. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Langley approving the Minutes of the September 6, 2022, Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Church approving the Consent Agenda:

A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Wyatt approving to table to the October 3, 2022 meeting the Consideration, discussion, and possible action regarding a final Pay Application to Cherokee Pride Construction Company for the Jones Memorial Airport runway construction project. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
There were several discussions regarding amendments to the ordinances regarding animals. Ruth Steinburg and Vicky Roth were present to answer any questions.  They have both agreed to meet with Beth Anne on Friday, September 23, 2022 at City Hall and will help with amending the City Ordinances along with the Animal Control Officer.   
Discussion of the Dog Park: Councilperson Wyatt spoke about what all is going on with the Dog Park that is being built on the City property on South Chestnut/Hwy 48.  There were several discussions on the Dog Park. (1) What about water. Wyatt stated that she has talked to Troy and that will be addressed at a later date. (2) what about kids and vandalism. Wyatt stated they will have to look into that. (3) what about a sign that states “if problems, call public works”. Wyatt stated they can get a sign put up. (5) What about adding a kiosk and scan in all the dogs that come in. Wyatt stated not sure if we want to do that at this time. (6) what is the liability to the City if two animals got into a fight.  City Attorney Beth Anne stated “no, the city will not be liable. We do not charge. Councilperson Wyatt is asking everyone about making up some rules for the dog park.  Councilperson Langley asked if it would be ok if she set something up for the nursing home on October 29, 2022 for Trick or Treat. She thought about doing something with dressing up pets and taking them to see nursing home patients.  

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving table to the October 3, 2022 meeting agenda item #11 & 12.  Agenda items reads as follows: (11) PROPOSED EXECUTIVE SESSION: Consideration and possible action to enter into Executive Session for confidential communications and discussions with legal counsel and other staff members as requested and required to discuss the following items:   a. Approval of or direction concerning a Collective Bargaining Agreement for Fiscal Year 2022-2023 with the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP), as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(2). b. approval of or direction concerning an amendment to the Collective Bargaining Agreement for Fiscal Year 2022-2023 with the International Association of Fire Fighters (IAFF), Local No. 3613, as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(2). A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Langley, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

City Attorney’s Report: Beth Anne stated she is back from her trip and will get to work getting things done.   She did have a great trip and it was a trip of a lifetime. 
Comments from Mayor and Council: Mayor Rick Pinson stated the Hospital has started demo and is moving forward.  Everyone is still working on the paperwork on getting the hotel that is coming to Bristow in the Northside expansion.  There is an OTA meeting next month on the turnpike expansion. 

Councilman Judd Johns stated that the BIA had received great news about the Tire Recycling Litigation.  There is settlement and it consists of Money, Property and Rent. Mike Jones did a great job.
